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Learn about Kawagoe's traditional buildings and festivals.
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Kura-zukuri
(Earthen Warehouse-style Buildings)
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In 1893, a great fire broke out in Kawagoe. Since the buildings that survived the blaze
were in the traditional kura-zukuri style modeled after earthen warehouses, the
merchants of Kawagoe rebuilt their shops in that same style. What distinguishes the
kura-zukuri buildings of Kawagoe is that they are shops rather than warehouses.
These buildings with thick earthen walls and heavily tiled roofs standing in the center
of the town make for a striking sight. Although the kura-zukuri buildings may at first
;fpear similar, a closer ins(pection reveals that each has its own unique character.
any of the buildings are still in active use today.
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The floats of the Kawagoe Hikawa Festival have been inscribed on the UNESCO lists of
Intangible Cultural Heritage. The festival originates in the annual rites for the patron
deity of Kawagoe Hikawa Shrine. These rites evolved into a festival called Jinkosai in
which the deity is paraded around the town on a mikeshi portable shrine. The current
form of the Kawagoe Festival emergedwhen floats were added to the Jinkosai Festival.
Massive floats are pulled through the streets in an event known as Hikkawase, When
two floats meet, their respective dancers and musicians battle by performing on the
stages of the floats. The festival is held every year in October.
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This is a one-day discounted Tobu Railway pass for the round trip between
